Change the shutter speed and aperture in photoshop for creative effects

I don’'t know about you, but when | I ook at a photograp
shutter speed (to freeze or blur action) or a different aperture (for more or less depth of field). Well, in Photoshop
or Photoshop Elements, accomplishing that feat is sometimes possible—to a degree.
